NEW CAMPUS (FACULTY OF LAW)  

The Faculty of Law, University of Lucknow has been a pioneer legal institution of India. The Law Facul-

ty was separated from the main Campus and shifted to the New Campus on the Sitapur Road, Lucknow 

from 2002-03. Its alumni include Dr. Avtar Singh, the well-known authority of Contract Law; Dr. A.T. 

Markos who held the office of Director, Indian Law Institute; Dr. Shanker Dayal Sharma, Former Presi-

dent of India; Shri Ram Krishna Hedge, Former Chief Minister of Karnataka. Faculty includes 500* stu-

dents enrolled in integrated law course, 1000* in three-year law and 30* in LL.M. The New Campus also 

have ITS, Public Health and Democracy, Engineering and IMS Departments which consists of more than 

1400* students. The campus is a self-contained unit to provide all infrastructural facilities to teachers as 

well as students. 

 

ABOUT THE ASSOCIATED COLLEGE 

Baba Saheb BhimRao Ambedkar Law College is an associated college of the University of Lucknow and 

is located in the city of Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh, India. The College is under Self-finance Scheme and is 

duly approved by the Bar Council of India, and is an institution recognized u/s 2(f) of the UGC approved 

Colleges. Lucknow also is known as 'Awadh' is the city of Nawabs. Sheikhzadas settled in the 11th centu-

ry on the Gomti River and build a fort, 'Qila Likhna'. In 1775 Asif-ud-Daula shifted his capital from Fai-

zabad to Lucknow and together with a French 'adventurer' Claude Martin, enlivens the City with flam-

boyant buildings. The main monuments are the Great Imambara, Asafi Mosque, Rumi Darwaza, old Brit-

ish residency, the Chowk, and Martin's places: Farhat Daksh (Chattar Manzil), Dilkusha Palace, Bailey 

Guard Gate, Lal Baradari, Begum Kothi and Kursheed Manzil. 

In 1921 the Foundation stones of the University, as well as King George V Medical College of Lucknow, 

were laid down. The project was to transform Canning College into University for which the Taluqdars 

alone contributed more than Rs. 30 lakhs.

ABOUT THE COMPETITION 

The Client Counselling competition promotes greater knowledge and interest among law students in the 

preventive law and counselling functions of law practice and to encourage students to develop interview-

ing, planning, and analytical skills in the lawyer- client relationship in the law office. The competition 

simulates a law office consultation in which law students, acting as attorneys, are presented with a client 

matter. They conduct an interview with a person playing the role of the client. This includes eliciting 

facts, advising about the relevant law, providing options for proceeding, and assisting the client to make 

an informed choice. Following the interview, the student attorneys consult each other regarding how the 

interview proceeded and their intended plan of action. 

This competition aims at basic skills for every budding advocate, particularly the ability to interview, 

support advice and provide solution for legal issues pertaining to clients. 

1. Initial interview with a person playing the role of the client. 

2. Address the client’s legal and non-legal needs 

3. The advocate-client relationship 

4. Build rapport 

5. Determine client goals 

6. Consider applicable law, etc., 

 

GENERAL RULES  

• “Organizers” mean the Academic Committee and members of the Committee for the  competition.  

• “Participating Team” means the team, which has registered itself for the competition. 

• “Participants” mean both the Counsellors of the Participating Team. 

• All the rules are only inclusive and not exhaustive for the competition. 

• Rules should be strictly adhered to. Any deviation there from would attract disqualification or other 

penalties mentioned subsequently. 

• Imposition of penalties including disqualification rests solely with the Organizers. 



• There will be no substitution of team member after a team has submitted its Registration form, except 

with the permission of the organizers. 

• All decisions by the Organizers in case of any disputes/ doubts etc. will be final. 

NOTE : If anyone needs guidance regarding the competition, classes for the same will be held by us 

on prior request. 

 

DRESS CODE  

Participants are required to adhere to the following dress code : 

• Female: White Kurta or White shirt with black coat. 

• Male: White shirt, black tie along with black coat. 

 

LANGUAGE  

• The official Language of the Competition shall be English. 

 

ELIGIBILITY  

• Law Students enrolled in LL.B. Honours or LL.B. 3 years course in any recognized Law College or 

University can take part in the event. 

 

TEAM COMPOSITION  

• One team, comprising of two 2 members, shall be eligible to participate in the Competition, subject to 

completion of Registration formalities. 

• In each team there must be 2 counsellors (which includes One Senior Counsellor and One Junior 

Counsellor). 

 

TEAM  LIMITATION  

• There are only limited seats/slots in the competition. 

• Registration is based on first-come-first-served basis. 

• No Limitation on number of teams from a particular Institute. 

 

PRESCRIBED AREA 

• Constitutional Law, Family Law, Criminal Law, Property Law 



IDENTIFICATION OF PARTICIPATING TEAM  

Each team will have a team code. Teams shall not disclose their identity except in registration form. Any 

such disclosure shall invite strict penalty, which may include disqualification. The decision for the same 

shall be at the sole discretion of the Organizing Committee. 

The team code will be generated randomly and by no means will the team codes interpret the number of 

teams participating. 

 

ORAL ROUNDS  

• The Oral Rounds will take place in Faculty of Law, New Campus, University of Lucknow. 

 

Rules for the Preliminary Round: 

• The 1st and 2nd Preliminary round shall be held on 8th OCTOBER, 2021. 

• The Problem for both the preliminary rounds will be shared with the participants One Hour before the 

round starts. 

 

Competition will be held in three parts as follows: 

• Part I: (15 minutes allotted time) Conversation between the Client and Counsellors regarding the in-

cident for which the counselling is required. 

• Part II: (10 minutes allotted time) Conversation between Both the Counsellors (Senior and Junior) of 

the participating Team regarding the drafting of that case. 

• Part III: (5 minutes allotted time) Judges Interaction with the participant. 

• At the end of the preliminary round, the top 8 teams will qualify for The Quarter Round. The top 8 

teams will be selected on the basis of marks from the preliminary rounds. 

• Any extension of time beyond the specified period shall be subject to the discretion of the judges. 



Rules for the Quarter final Round : 

• The Quarter Final round shall be held on 9th September, 2021. 

• The Problem for the Quarter round will be shared with the participants One Hour before the round 

starts. 

• Quarter round will also be held in three parts which is same as of the Preliminary round having same 

time limit criteria. 

• At the end of the Quarter round, the top 4 teams will qualify for the Semi Final Round. The top 4 

teams will be selected on the basis of marks from the Quarter final rounds. 

 

Rules for the Semi final Round : 

• The Semi Final round shall be held on 9th September, 2021. 

• The Problem for the Semi round will be shared with the participants One Hour before the round starts. 

• Semi round will also be held in three parts which is same as of the Preliminary and Quarter round 

having same time limit criteria. 

• At the end of the Semi round, the top 2 teams will qualify for the Final Round. The top 2 teams will 

be selected on the basis of marks from the Semi final rounds. 

 

Rules for the Final Round : 

• The Final round shall be held on 10th September, 2021. 

• The Problem for the final round will be shared with the participants on 10th September, 2021. 

 

Final round will be held in three parts as follows: 

• Part I: (20 minutes allotted time) Conversation between the Client and Counsellors regarding the in-

cident for which the counselling is required. 

• Part II: (10 minutes allotted time) Conversation between Both the Counsellors (Senior and Junior) of 

the participating Team regarding the drafting of that case.  

• Part III: (10 minutes allotted time) Judges Interaction with the participant. 

• Any extension of time beyond the specified period shall be subject to the discretion of the judges. 

• The Winner and Runner Up team will be awarded on the basis of marks obtained in the Final Round.

• The Registration fee is ₹300 Per Team.
